A solid malt body
consisting of finest quality American 2-Row barley, blended with quintessential British Roasted
barley and dark Black Patent malt, Pacific Storm displays a pleasingly robust dark, bitter flavor,
helped by Nugget hops. 5.0% ABV and 42 IBUs.
